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Sergeant Major Adams join the Marine Corps in February 1982 and underwent recruit training at Marine Corps Recruit Depot, Parris Island, South Carolina.  Upon graduation, he reported for training to Alpha Battery, 1st Battalion 10th Marines as a Field Artillery Cannoneer.  While assigned to Alpha Battery, Private First Class Adams participated in a 3-month NATO exercise in Norway, and Solid Shield 82.  In January of 1984, Lance Corporal Adams was transferred to Fox Battery, 2nd Battalion, 12th Marines, 3rd Marine Division where he served as howitzer Section Chief.  Lance Corporal Adams spent one year in Okinawa where he deployed to the Republic of Korea and Camp Fuji, Japan. While on Okinawa, Lance Corporal Adams was promoted meritoriously to the rank of Corporal.

 Upon returning to the United States in January 1985, he was assigned to the Artillery Demonstration Unit, The Basic School, Quantico Virginia, where he served as Section Chief for 105mm howitzer section.  He also served as NCOIC for countless gun salutes for Evening Parades and Officer Candidate School/The Basic School graduating classes.  In August 1986 he was promoted meritoriously to the rank of Sergeant.  In February of 1988, Sergeant Adams was transferred to MCRD Parris Island for duties as a Drill Instructor.  After successful completion of Drill Instructor School, he was assigned to Delta Company, 2nd Recruit Training Battalion where he served as a Drill Instructor and a Senior Drill Instructor.  While there he was meritoriously promoted to Staff Sergeant in April 1990. 

In May of 1990, Staff Sergeant Adams was transferred to 3rd Battalion 10th Marines Camp Lejeune, North Carolina where he served as a Platoon Sergeant.  While assigned to 3rd Battalion 10th Marines, he deployed with the 24th MEU to Northern Iraq in support of Operation Provide Comfort.  He later deployed to Okinawa, Japan, as part of the UDP.  Upon his return from Okinawa, he received orders to Auburn University for duty as an Assistant Marine Officer Instructor.  During his tour he served as a Sergeant Instructor with Golf Company Officer Candidate School in 1997 and again in 1998.  In August of 1999, while stationed at Auburn University, he was promoted to First Sergeant.  In September 1999, First Sergeant Adams was transferred to Bravo Company 2D Light Armored Reconnaissance Battalion for duties as company First Sergeant.  In April 2002, he was transferred to H&S Company to assume the role of company First Sergeant. In February 2003, First Sergeant Adams deployed with 2D LAR Battalion in support of Operation Enduring Freedom and Operation Iraqi Freedom.  Upon his return, First Sergeant Adams was selected to Sergeant Major.  

In July 2003 he was reassigned to RS Springfield, Massachusetts where he served as the Recruiting Station Sergeant Major. In March 2006 Sergeant Major Adams reported for duties as the Sergeant Major Marine Air Control Group-18, 1st Marine Aircraft Wing, Okinawa, Japan. In July 2008 Sergeant Major Adams received orders to Marine Corps Base Camp Smedely D. Butler for duty as the Marine Corps Bases Japan and Marine Corps Base S. D. Butler Command Sergeant Major. Sergeant Major Adams assumed his current post as Manpower and Reserve Affairs Sergeant Major on 15 April 2011.
Sergeant Major Adams’s personal awards include the Legion of Merit, Meritorious Service Medal (two gold star), Navy Commendation Medal, Navy Achievement Medal (three gold star), and the Combat Action Ribbon.
