Military Application Process for the Astronaut Candidate Program 

Through USAJOBS
Link to USAJOBS Web site - www.usajobs.gov
Search for Astronaut Candidate vacancy announcement and review requirements.
If applicant meets requirements then they will need to create a resume on USAJOBS following instructions on USAJOBS.

After Resume is created, applicant will apply online from Resume screen or go the main USAJOBS page and click on Search Jobs and apply from the vacancy announcement
Applicant will be taken to the NASA STARS Web site and asked to complete a short series of supplemental questions.
After answering supplemental questions applicant will submit application and be linked to the Astronaut Applicant Supplemental Forms page.  
After completing each form and checking for errors, the forms can either be saved and edited later or saved as final.  Even if the forms are saved as final, the applicant can still go back and make edits until the forms are printed.
Once all forms have been completed and submitted, the forms can be viewed in a printable version by clicking View PDF.
Print the resume and forms and mail to the military service Point of Contact per their instructions.
Updates to the resume and forms can be made through USAJOBS until the closing date of the vacancy announcement.  
The military services will forward the resume and forms for the military personnel selected for consideration to the Johnson Space Center Astronaut Selection Office.

The information from the resume and forms for the military personnel nominated to NASA by their service will be downloaded from USAJOBS to the Astronaut Selection Office database.
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
