Frequent Asked Questions


Do I have to use the DD149?
Yes – it is required and appeals will not be accepted without it.

How long the process take? 
MCO 1610.11C states that it takes 120 days to fully adjudicate an appeal. Although the usual processing time is 90 days or less, a petitioner must plan for a full 120 days.
Should I use standard naval letter when I submit my request? 

No, please use DD Form 149 when submitting your petition.  If your petition is lengthy, you may continue on a blank page. We accept both typed and handwritten requests.  

Can I submit a hard copy fitness report attached to my request as a substitute report? 

Yes you can but it must be certified true copy by RS and RO.   

How am I notified of the results of the PERB? 

All petitioners are notified initially by e-mail with a formal letter sent via regular mail. It’s important that the petitioner keep us informed of their current mailing address and e-mail address.

My petition was denied by the PERB.  Does this mean, “Case closed”?
No - not at all. If your petition was denied by the PERB, it will go to the BCNR for a second review.  Once you receive a denial letter from MMER, you have 30 days from the date stamped on the letter to submit any new or additional evidence to be considered by the  BCNR.
I submitted my petition requesting section “I” derogatory comments be deleted but now I desire to have the entire report removed.  Can I do that now since my petition hasn’t be heard? 

You most certainly may.  However, we do ask that you submit this in writing. This can be done by mail, e-mail or fax. 

I found out that I’m in the promotion zone this year and I have one fitness report that is incorrect.  What is the minimum time I have to submit my petition prior to the promotion board convening? 
You should never procrastinate. You must have a 120-day window prior to the convening date of the promotion board.  For example; if the Staff Sergeant Selection board convenes 1 Jun 2008, then you will need to submit your petition by 15 January 2008.  On your petition you need to inform us that you are in the FY promotion board.  Your petition will go before the PERB by the first week of March.  Should your petition be denied then this will allow enough time to be heard by BCNR and if approved, to be corrected. 
Can my Commanding Officer, Adjutant, SgtMaj, buddy, wife, etc… contact MMER to help with my appeal?
To ensure your privacy, in compliance with the Privacy Act, MMER staff will not communicate with anyone but the Marine submitting the petition, unless we have your permission.  Short emails granting this permission is fine, and even a phone call if email is not possible, but without some type of permission, we will not discuss the case with anyone but you.

Will the board contact my reporting senior or reviewing officer?
No.  Once again due to privacy issues we would only contact them with your permission.

Will my reporting senior or reviewing officer know that I appealed this report?

Maybe.  If you have changes made to a report, the RS or RO should never know about it.  However, if you have an entire report removed, they may notice that it is missing from their profile.  They will not have any information about the PERB thought.
