DD FORM 149


The DD form 149 must be used to submit petitions to MMER in order to appeal a fitness report only.  All other requests must be forwarded to BCNR directly.  Below are guidelines that explain how to complete the form and avoid some common mistakes that cause petitions to be returned to sender. Worse yet, incomplete or inaccurate petitions may cause your appeal to be less successful.
Blocks 1 – 4.   Self explanatory.
Block 5.  
Be Specific!   It is difficult for the board to adjudicate your appeal when they are not even sure what you are asking for!
Good examples are:

Please remove the fitness report 20050815-20060501 (TR) from my OMPF.

or
Please remove the following comment from Section K. . .
Poor examples:
 “I feel the fitness report that I received from the RS/RO was unjust and I want the PERB to correct this.”

Please review the following fitness report, 20050815-20060501 (TR).
Block 6.   Explain clearly why you believe the fitness report needs to be removed or corrected.  For example:

The reporting senior made comments that I think are adverse.

This is an adverse report and I was not given the opportunity to rebut it.

Etc…

Block 7 and 8. a.   Self explanatory. 

Block 8.b.  Corrections to fitness reports should be made within 3 years of discovering the error.  If more than three years have passed, please explain why you waited until now to appeal the report.  If it is an old report, but you just discovered the injustice, please explain how you discovered the injustice.
Block 9.    The Burden of Proof is on you!  The fitness report is assumed to be correct unless you can prove that it is not.  Occasionally, an error is self evident and no proof is required.  Most often, the petitioner – that’s you – must prove their case by submitting supporting documents.  Anything that you are including must be listed here.

Block 10.  There is no option to appear in person at the PERB. This refers only to BCNR.  
Block 11.a.  Counsel means lawyer, so your attorney’s name goes here. If you don’t have an attorney – leave it blank. 

Block 12.  Use this block if you are submitting on behalf of the Marine.  Must have legal proof as to legally apply for someone else.
Block 13a. Use your home address unless you are deployed. 
Block 13 b. c. and d.  This information is used to contact you if the MMER staff or the PERB members have questions about your appeal. It is very important that we are able to contact you, so use whatever email address and phone number is most reliable. If you are deployed and use your deployed information, please be sure to keep MMER informed when you rotate back to CONUS.   

Block 15. You must sign your pay-roll signature on the form or it will be returned without action taken.
