Gunnery Sergeant Hammock enlisted in the Marine Corps in March 1997 and reported to Marine Corps Recruit Depot Parris Island, South Carolina.  After completing recruit training, Gunnery Sergeant Hammock reported to the School of Infantry at Camp Geiger, North Carolina for Marine Combat Training.  Upon completion in Aug 1997 Gunnery Sergeant Hammock reported to Enlisted Basic Supply Course Camp Johnson, North Carolina for temporary instruction.  Upon graduation in September 1997 Gunnery Sergeant Hammock received MOS designation (3043) Supply Administration and Operations Specialist.
