[image: ]Gunnery Sergeant Tellefsen was born in Michigan and raised in Pensacola, FL. He enlisted in June 1999 and underwent recruit training at Kilo Company, 3rd Recruit Training Battalion, Marine Corps Recruit Depot, Parris Island, SC. He was meritoriously promoted to Private First Class.
