1.  A Preliminary Inquiry/Command Investigation/Court of Inquiry was conducted and the following is provided:

a.  The circumstances under which the member died are as follows: Sergeant Doe was the crew chief on a government owned UH-1N helicopter participating in a training flight on 8 March 2002.  The helicopter crashed as a result of mechanical failure and Sergeant Doe suffered multiple traumatic injuries as a result.  He died on 8 March 2002 as a result of the injuries obtained.  

b.  The death was/was not caused by the member’s own intentional misconduct or willful negligence.

c.  The death did/did not occur during a period of unauthorized absence.

2.  It has been determined that Sergeant Doe’s death was/was not in the Line of Duty.
