

MAJ MEGAN MCCLUNG LEADERSHIP AWARD NOMINATION CRITERIA:


THERE ARE FOUR LEADERSHIP AWARD CATEGORIES:  ONE SENIOR OFFICER
(O4 AND ABOVE); ONE JUNIOR OFFICER (O1-O3); ONE SENIOR ENLISTED (E7-E9); AND 
ONE JUNIOR ENLISTED (E4-E6).  THE NOMINATION CRITERIA SHOULD INCLUDE 
INSPIRATIONAL, INNOVATIVE, AND IMAGINATIVE LEADERSHIP, DEMONSTRATED BOTH ON 
AND OFF-DUTY.  NOMINEES SHOULD BE MATURE LEADERS WHO HAVE SHOWN EXCEPTIONAL 
LEADERSHIP OVER TIME AND HAVE PERSEVERED TO OVERCOME CHALLENGES WHILE SERVING.  
NOMINATIONS SHOULD ADDRESS NOMINEE'S PROFESSIONAL ACCOMPLISHMENTS, LEADERSHIP 
STYLE, AND COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT.

CANDIDATES MUST BE NOMINATED BY THEIR COMMANDING OFFICER OR OFFICER-IN-
CHARGE.  THE NOMINATING COMMAND'S IMMEDIATE SUPERIOR IN COMMAND (ISIC) MUST 
PROVIDE AN ENDORSEMENT PRIOR TO PACKAGE SUBMISSION.  IF AN ISIC RECEIVES 
MULTIPLE NOMINATION PACKAGES, THE ISIC SHOULD ENDORSE AND FORWARD ONLY ONE 
NOMINATION FOR EACH CATEGORY.
NOMINATION PACKAGES MUST INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING:
    A.  ISIC ENDORSEMENT;
    B.  CO OR OIC ENDORSEMENT;
    C.  NOMINATION WRITE-UP (NOT TO EXCEED THREE PAGES IN LENGTH);
    D.  NOMINEE'S BIOGRAPHY (NOT TO EXCEED ONE PAGE IN LENGTH);
    E.  MOST RECENT OFFICIAL MILITARY PHOTO IN UNIFORM;
    F.  AWARD NOMIATION FORM; AND
    G.  CITATION
