THE EARLIER REPORT DATE IS TO ENSURE THAT ALL IIADT MARINES HAVE THE REQUIRED GEAR, ORDERS, RECORDS, MEDICAL SCREENING AND MEET THE PHYSICAL STANDARDS FOR THE SCHOOL THEY WILL BE ATTENDING.

ORDER WRITING AND UNIT DIARY:

IIADT REPORTING INSTRUCTIONS:

· ALL IIADT MARINES ARE REQUIRED TO REPORT TO THE SCHOOL OF INFANTRY IN SERVICE ALPHA UNIFORM.

· ALL IIADT MARINES REPORTING TO SOI (E) WILL REPORT WITH THEIR ORIGINAL ORDERS, SRB, MEDICAL AND DENTAL RECORDS (NO TEMP BOOKS).

· All MARINES MUST BE MEDICALLY SCREENED AND QUALIFIED WITHIN 30 DAYS OF REPORTING TO SOI. 

· IF A MARINE IS FOUND NOT PHYSICALLY FIT AND/OR REPORTS WITHOUT THEIR ORIGINAL ORDERS, SRB, MEDICAL AND DENTAL RECORDS THEY MAY BE RETURNED TO THEIR COMMAND.
· ALL IIADT MARINES MUST TRAVEL WITH 2 SETS OF MARPAT UTILITIES AND COVERS (1 EACH WOODLAND/DESERT), 1 SET OF COMBAT BOOTS AND HYGIENE GEAR IN THEIR CARRY-ON BAG. 

· ALL IIADT MARINES WILL HAVE A CURRENT PFT TAKEN WITHIN 30 DAYS OF BEING ORDERED TO ACTIVE DUTY FOR TRNG WITH SOI AND ACHIEVE A 2ND CLASS PFT OR HIGHER.  MARINES WHO DO NOT ACHIEVE A 2ND CLASS PFT WILL NOT BE ORDERED TO ATTEND TRNG AT SOI UNTIL THEY ARE CAPABLE OF ACHIEVING A 2ND CLASS PFT.

· IIADT MARINES WILL TAKE AN INVENTORY PFT UPON ARRIVAL AT SOI.  IF THEY SCORE BELOW A 2ND CLASS PFT, THEY MAY BE RETURNED TO THE MARINE’S PARENT UNIT UNTIL SUCH TIME THAT THE MARINE CAN ACHIEVE THE REQUIRED PHYSICAL STANDARDS TO ATTEND THE SCHOOL OF INFANTRY.

SOI (E) IIADT STUDENT INFOMATION HANDOUT
WHAT IS MARINE COMBAT TRAINING (MCT)?   The Marine Combat Training Battalion’s mission is to instruct non-infantry, entry-level Marines in designated common combat skills in order to facilitate future mission accomplishment and survival in a combat environment.   MCT consists of 22 days of Marine Corps Common Combat Skills training.  
  

WHAT IS THE INFANTRY TRAINING BATTALION (ITB)?  The Infantry Training Battalion's mission is to train and qualify infantry Marines in the Military Occupational Specialty (MOS) of 0311 Rifleman, 0331 Machinegunner, 0341 Mortarman, 0351 Assaultman, or 0352 Anti-tank Guided Missileman.  ITB consists of a 52-day course, which includes a 2-week common combat skills package then MOS-specific training.   Upon completion of the course, Marines report to the Security Forces or Operational Forces of the Marine Corps.  

HOW DO I GET TO SOI? The entrance to the School of Infantry is located just within the front gate of Marine Corps Air Station, New River off of Highway 17.  It is 2 miles south of Jacksonville, NC. For detailed directions to New River's front gate, use any travel site such as www.mapquest.com, www.randmcnally.com or www.expedia.com.  Enter “1500 Curtis Road, Jacksonville, NC 28540” as your destination. These sites are not endorsed by the United States Marine Corps.  Once aboard the Air Station, follow signs for the School of Infantry; once aboard Camp Geiger, follow signs for SOI Student Check-in.
   

WHEN DO I REPORT? You are required to check in no later than 1500 on the date designated on your orders.  REPORT DIRECTLY TO THE SCHOOL IF YOU ARRIVE EARLY – DO NOT GET A HOTEL ROOM IN TOWN.  During regular working hours (0700-1700) report to building TC-860 (Student Administration); during non-working hours and weekends, report to building TC-846 (SOI Headquarters), which is located one block south of Student Administration.
 

URINALYSIS TESTING.  All Marines reporting in for training at Camp Geiger will be screened/tested for illegal substance abuse (i.e. illegal drugs) upon arrival.  Abstain from illegal drug use and avoid placing yourself in a situation where your Core Values may be compromised.

DO'S AND DO NOT'S
DO NOT bring your cell phone, computer, or any other personal communication device. 

DO NOT bring your privately owned vehicle (POV), you are not authorized to have a vehicle while at MCT or ITB.
DO NOT bring knives or other personal weapons.
DO NOT bring your spouse; spouse billeting is not available to Marines under instruction/training.
DO NOT give any uniform items away.  You must report in with your complete uniform issue.  Missing items, lost or unserviceable must be replaced.  You pay for replacements.
DO NOT hang out in town, if arriving early in Jacksonville, NC.  There are people who make a living by taking advantage of your ignorance of the area. 

DO NOT lose your original orders! 

DO report in the Service "A" uniform.  

DO report in early, if desired.

DO, if flying, travel in uniform and bring 2 complete sets of camouflage uniforms in your carry-on bag!  Luggage routinely gets misplaced during transit; if you arrive without sufficient uniform items and your records, you will not be able to begin training as scheduled.   Include in your carry-on bag: 2 sets of utilities, to include:  rank insignia (if any), combat boots, green T-shirt, matching camouflage covers, Tan Belt, hygiene kit, health & dental records, Service Record Book, ID Card, ID tags, and orders .
DO continue to PT while at home, keep in shape, stay off the couch, and keep away from junk food, alcohol, and smoking. You will hike over 30 kilometers, participate in regular PT programs, and perform other highly strenuous activities while training at SOI.
