MARINE RESERVISTS INJURED DURING DRILL OR AT

When a Marine Reservist gets injured in the line of duty while on inactive duty or active duty orders for a period of 30 days or less, he/she may apply for medical care and incapacitation pay via RAM-3.  This authorization for medical care and incapacitation pay is called a Notice of Eligibility (NOE).  Once an NOE is approved by HQMC (RAM-3), an injured Marine Reservist is eligible to receive medical care for that specific injury until he/she is returned to duty or separated from the service through the Disability Evaluation System (DES).  The guidelines for requesting and managing NOE benefits are outlined in MCO 1770.2A and updated information will be posted to the web page periodically to assist you in the preparation of your requests.

WHO HANDLES NOE'S IN YOUR COMMAND?
The administration of NOE benefits requires a cooperative effort on the part of both the medical representatives and admin chiefs of the various training sites.  In fact, most of NOE management is an administrative function.  Please ensure that BOTH admin AND medical are working together and keeping each other informed as to the status and needs of the Marine who is receiving NOE benefits.

COMMON REASONS FOR DELAYS 
The most common error that delays the approval of NOE requests/updates is failure to provide required supporting documents such as orders or muster sheets, medical evaluations, and the Marine's Privileges and Responsibilities Statement.  If we reject your request, we will tell you WHY, and WHAT IS MISSING.  Please, READ OUR COMMENTS!

 
NOTE:  To expedite all NOE requests, it is imperative that you read MCO 1770.2A before contacting HQMC (RAM-3).  This will prevent delays in medical benefits and incapacitation pay entitlements to the injured Marine.  NOE's are not difficult to request or manage, but they require attention to detail and internal controls set up at the unit to keep track of all requests and updates submitted. 

EXTENSIONS BEYOND THE INITIAL 6 MONTH APPROVAL DATE
As stated in MCMEDS approvals, incapacitation pay benefits are normally approved for 6 months.  The entitlement for medical treatment does not expire until the Marine is returned to duty or separated from the service through the Disability Evaluation System (DES).  Extension of Incapacitation Pay beyond 6 months can only be authorized by the Assistant Secretary of the Navy.  In order to obtain such an authorization, the following must be submitted via MCMEDS:

1.  A request from the Marine

2.  An endorsement from the I&I/Site Commander

3.  A Chronological Case History

4.  Copy of the Medical Board Cover Sheet or a letter from the treating physician stating why a medical board will not be convened.


In order to keep the benefits on track and to avoid a CONGRINT, you should be sure to submit a request for an extension before the expiration date has come and gone.
